Admissions After you are admitted or conditionally admitted to SF State, your status as an AB540 student will not be official until after you submit a Non-Resident Tuition Exemption Affidavit and your final high school transcripts. Your tuition will be based on non-resident fees until your AB 540 status is approved. You will receive a letter from the Admission office verifying your status as an AB 540 at SF State.

Check admission status at www.sfsu.edu/admit and submit any requested documents.

Check your e-mail regularly for any communication from San Francisco State University.

Begin looking for scholarships right away at www.sfsu.edu/~finaid/scholarships and http://e4fc.org . Apply for as many scholarships as you can.

Once you are admitted to SF State, your registration for classes may be blocked unless you:

a. Complete your intent to register on-line by May 1st . Don’t miss the deadline!
b. Sign up early for your orientation at www.sfsu.edu/~advising. It is encouraged for all students and mandatory for Freshman.   
c. If you are a freshman, make sure you take the appropriate English Placement Test and Entry Level Mathmatetics test by the April date.
d. Send proof of immunization status to the school.  Immunization requirements can be found at: http://www.sfsu.edu/~admisrec/forms/regforms/mmr.pdf   
e. Request final transcripts from your current school are sent directly to SF State.  AB 540 Transfer students must also be sure to send their high school transcripts.
Paying for School   In order to register for classes at SF State, you must pay the registration fees or have a fee deferment from Financial Aid before your registration date.   AB 540 Students can get their fees deferred if they submit a copy of the congratulatory scholarship award letter. Once the scholarship check arrives, fees are paid, and any balance left over will be sent to the student.

If you are awarded any scholarships, send a copy of the award letter to Financial Aid Office, attention: Rose Carmona or Nancy Jodaitis.

Students who don’t have a deferment will have to pay their full tuition prior to registering or sign up for the installment plan.

If your scholarship does not cover the full amount of fees, you must pay the balance due at the bursar's office before the first day of classes. 
[]
If you have a scholarship deferment and you want to change your classes, but the scholarship check has not arrived, you might get the 

message you have a financial hold.  If this occurs, you must go to or call the Bursar’s office at 415.338.1281. If you tell them you have a scholarship 

deferment, along with your student id number, the bursar should be able to lift the hold for a 24 hour period.

Before the scholarship can be disbursed, you will need to meet with the Tax Specialist, Young Kim to provide proof of your AB 540 status. Bring her a 

copy of the letter the school sent you regarding your AB 540 status.   You only have to do this once. Her office is located in the Admin Building, Room 258.

Sign up to participate in the Book Loan program at Project Connect. Reduce the amount of money you spend for books each semester!  Students can 
borrow up to two books each semester, based on availability. Project Connect is located in the Cesar Chavez Student Center, Terrace Level Room 139. Applications are due three days before classes begin. Connect to the application at http://asi.sfsu.edu  
If you have any questions about applying as an AB540 Student at SF State or would like help looking for scholarships, please contact 
Rose Carmona 415.338.2588 rcarmona@sfsu.edu or Nancy Jodaitis 415.338.6879 nancyj@sfsu.edu  Office of Student Financial Aid at San Francisco State University.
